‘Vampire’ latest
thing for a lift

VAMPIRE therapy, injectable
nose jobs and ‘‘super furry Bra-
zilian’’ breast implants are the
next big cosmetic technology
trends about to hit Australia.

They were among hundreds of
new products at the Australian
College of Cosmetic Surgery’s
Cosmetex conference, at the Adel-
aide Convention Centre this week.

Vampire therapy involves taking
a blood sample from a patient,
extracting the platelet-rich plasma
and injecting it into the face or
neck to promote healing and regen-
eration of skin.

Sydney cosmetic physician
Joseph Hkeik said the treatment
was hugely popular overseas.

‘‘It’s the flavour of the year at the
moment,’’ Dr Hkeik said. ‘‘It’s
probably the most popular pro-
cedure patients are asking for.’’

He said it was among an increas-
ing number of non-surgical cos-

metic procedures available as a
‘‘lunch break treatment’’, such as
injectable rhinoplasty in which pa-
tients can smoothe out nose lumps
and bumps with injectable filler
rather than undergo a painful op-
eration.

‘‘The procedures that we do now
you pretty much only need half an

hour after the procedure to recover
– if you’re a female you can put a
bit of make-up on and go back to
work,’’ Dr Hkeik said.

‘‘You can have a full face done
during your lunch break.’’

But it was the ‘‘Super Furry
Brazilian’’ that generated the most
buzz at the conference – a new
polyurethane-foam-covered sili-
cone breast implant the creators
claim is the world’s safest.

Dr Daniel Fleming, who coined
the name because of the implants’
unique texture, said they had a
significantly reduced risk of hard-
ening. ‘‘The polyurethane they’re
made from is like a furry surface,
and they are made in Brazil,’’ Dr
Fleming said.

Allan Jones, a spokesman for the
Australian College of Cosmetic
Surgery, said Australia had seen a
20 per cent increase in cosmetic
procedures in the last calendar
year.

TOP PROCEDURES
●● Breast surgery: change
shape and size.

●● Liposuction: fat literally
sucked from your body.

●● Botox: botulinum toxin
injected to remove wrinkles.

●● Dermal fillers: injected to
treat wrinkles.

●● Laser treatment: removes
skin defects.
